 2. JGP 2026 

1. In the season 2026-2027 Israel has: 

14 JGP spots for Junior Women (12 excluding Turkey)  

5 spots for Junior Men. 

The first stage is on August 19. China (visa required). 

2. JGP 2026 appointment: 

J.MEN-  

2 places – Sheiko Nikita 
First to choose 2 JGP competitions till May 23rd. 
 
Matvey Sokolov and Kirill Sheiko - one JGP competition each. 
Fifth JGP competition will be granted to the best score 
 
Sheiko, Sheiko and Sokolov are required to participate at the live stream performances 
on July 15-20 2026. 
 
The federation will finance the flights and accommodation for Sheiko, Sheiko and 
Sokolov in addition to one coach per each skater. 

 

 

J.WOMEN-  

2 places – Shifrin Sophia 
First to choose 2 JGP competitions till May 23rd. 

 
2 places – Tkachman Simona 
Second to choose 2 JGP competitions till May 23rd 

 

Shifrin and Tkachman are required to participate at the live stream performances on 
July 15-20. 

3. All the skaters, who are willing to participate in Junior Grand Prix are required to take 
part in live stream performances on July 15-20. 

The remaining places on JGP in Junior Women will be distributed by decision of the 
Federation on advice of Technical Committee and appointed judges, based on the results 
of live stream performances on July 15-20. 

4. All clubs/coaches must submit list of the Junior Women candidates by May 31ST.  

The minimum requirements are: Double Axel and a Triple jump in a combination in the 
short 

program. 

5. The Federation has the right to appoint any skater. 

6. The Federation will finance the flights and accommodation for Sophia Shifrin, Simona 
Tkachman, Nikita Sheiko, Kirill Sheiko and Matvey Sokolov addition to one coach per 
each skater. 

The other participants, will cover their costs. 



 

 

7. The rest of assignment rules will be published after ISU will publish International 
Competition List. 

 
 
3. EYOF 14-21/2/2027 

 
The federation will check the age eligibility and will submit long list of participants. 
DOB: 1/7/2010-30/6/2012 
All candidates must participate at National Championships and have the MIN TES for 
JWC. 
According to the federation’s rules, only national team members can participate in the 
selection. 
If there will be more than one eligible skater per category, then, face to face competition 
will be held. 
The name of the competition will be published in due time (suggested by the TECH COM 
and approved by the federation). 

Both skaters are required to participate in at least three international competitions 
prior to the EYOF (including JGP competitions and if needed, at the face-to-face 
qualifying competition described above). 

 

4. Junior World Championships 

Goals: 

J. Women: 
First skater- Enter top 10 and to earn a quota for the YOG. 

 
Second skater- Qualify for free skate 

 
J. Men: 

 
Enter top 10 and to earn a quota for the YOG. 
 
Sophia Shifrin, who won earned 2 places at the World Junior Championships, is going to 
the World Junior Championships without qualifying. 
 
The second place at the JWC 2027 will be granted to the second runner up.  
If there will be more than one skater with all the requirements for participation at the 
JWC 2027 (Nationals, Min TES, national team etc.) a head-to-head competition will be 
appointed between the best two.  
The name of the competition will be published in due time (suggested by the TECH COM 
and approved by the federation). 

The Min TES should be reached 21 days before the head-to-head competition at latest. 
 

Shifrin is required to participate in at least 4 competitions (including JGP competitions) 
before the World Junior Championships. 
 
In addition, as detailed in the general IISF rule book, participation at the Israeli National 
Championships is mandatory for all ages and categories.
